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KIDS PROGRAMS AT TRR

· CHILDEN AGES 3-5: The program changes each day with horse rides led by counselors, swimming, cooking, story-time in the tee-pee, crafts, cookouts, outdoor games, rodeo practice, taking care of our ranch “critter pen” and lots more.  The counselors will come around at each meal to discuss activities.  The hours change daily, but generally the hours run from after breakfast through early evening.
· CHILDREN AGES 6-8 and 9-11: The program changes each day with horseback riding (each child has their own horse for the week), hiking, fishing, swimming, sports, horse clinics, games (indoor & out, some at the Fort and Teepee) and taking care of our ranch “critter pen”.  Again, the counselors will come around at each meal to discuss daily activities and the hours are the same set-up as the 3-5 kids.
· TEENS AGES 12 and UP: Teens have the choice to participate in all activities, including the overnight, all day rides and loping rides.  Teens will have great days with their counselor horseback riding, hiking, swimming, rock-climbing and Wednesday is rafting day with an all-teen van.  Other activities include; volleyball, pool, Ping-Pong and Tuesday night capture the flag on the entire Pueblo property!
· BABIES AGES 0-2:  Tumbling River has a couple of options for children/babies under 2.  We have a full nanny program, or we have hourly babysitting.  The Nanny program is for families planning to take full advantage of all that TRR has to offer.  Your child will have a nanny assigned to them for the week for eight hours a day allowing both mom & dad to ride, hike, raft, etc….  The nanny will nap your child in your cabin and keep him or her to the schedule of your liking.  You can control the eight hours, whether you use the nanny during the day, or a combo of day & night hours.  If you don’t need that much help with your little ones, you can choose to pay the ranch facility rate for babies and  set-up hourly babysitting as needs arise.  Please note that if you go with the hourly babysitting option, it is often hard to get coverage in the morning hours.  If you have any other questions regarding the baby program, don’t hesitate to call me.

· FLEXIBLY:  All of the programs for babies, kids and teens are flexible.  They are available for your family to use as much or as little as each family would like.  Please don’t hesitate to ask us for anything!
· ADULT ACTIVITIES: Should parents want to do any of the TR all-day activities like rafting or all day rides (activities that some children may not be able to do),  your children will be well taken care of and will have plenty of fun themselves.  There are no additional changes for these activities.   However, if parents want to do the overnight pack trip together and children need a staff member to stay with them in their cabin overnight, evening babysitting charges will apply.
· MEALS, EVENING ACTIVITIES AND BABYSITTING: Meals and evening activities are family style.  That means that we don't offer any supervision during meals and evening activities, except on Tuesday and Thursday evenings when teens, kids and babies have cookouts with our staff and adults have fancy dinners.   If you have any babysitting needs, please let our counselor supervisor or Megan know.  Our staff will be happy to sit in the cabins, or help get kids to bed.  We will have babysitters available for a charge of $12.00 an hour.  We will add all babysitting charges to your bill at the end of the week.
